Inhalers may be kept at nursery and administered by 
staff as and when directed by parents. Permission 
slips for the administration of any medication must be 
completed and signed by parents. 
 
The use of indoor shoes or slippers is advisable all 
year round and sun hats are essential during the 
summer term. These items may be left at nursery.
